CONFIRMATION LETTER
DUE NOVEMBER 29, 2011
On March 25, 2012, Candidates that have fulfilled all the requirements for Confirmation will be Confirmed by Cardinal George. You need to write a letter to FATHER MARC  (Our Pastor) asking to be recommended to the Cardinal to receive the sacrament of Confirmation.  You must follow this format exactly as it is.   If it is not in this format, it will be returned to you to be redone. 

FORMAT

Address it to:
Dear Rev. Marcel Pasciak,

Paragraph one- (Your introductory paragraph)- Tell Father Marc who you are (your name), how old you are, what school you attend, how long you have been in Religious Education (if applicable), and about your family.
Paragraph two- Explain what you have learned about Confirmation and why YOU feel you should be recommended to receive this sacrament.

Paragraph three- Tell who your sponsor is, if/ how you know each other and why you chose them.  Tell about at least one activity that you have done together/ plan to do together and how it is a faith building experience.

Paragraph four- Give the name of the saint you chose and the name you have taken.  Explain why you chose this saint and how you will reflect this saint in your daily life.

Paragraph five- (Your conclusion paragraph)- Tell how you will live out your life in the future as a confirmed Christian, using the gifts of the Holy Spirit, after you have received the Sacrament of Confirmation.

Letter must be:

· Typed using fonts New Times Roman size 12 or Georgia size 12 
· Standard Margins             Margins:  Top and bottom 1”    Left and Right 1.25”
· Should be about one full page

· If it goes on to a second page, use a separate sheet of paper

· Free of spelling errors and grammar errors.

· Each paragraph must have at least two complete sentences.

· If you would like to use 8 1/2 “ x 11” stationary paper, you may (paper with pictures)  All papers need to be handed in neat and unfolded.
